Start Date: Monday February 14th, 2022, End Date Friday April 1st, 2022 4pm.

Entries must be mailed or delivered to the SER Regional office by 4pm, Friday April 1st, 2022.

All entries must be drawn or painted on paper no larger than A3 size.
No responsibility will be taken for lost, delayed or misplaced entries.
All entries must be clearly labelled on the back with the entrant’'s name, age, school and year level.

Whilst the Department of Education will take all possible care, no responsibility will be taken for any

damage, which may occur during the displaying of the artwork or within the competition period.
All Finalist Artwork entered will be displayed/hung at the South East Regions 2022 NAIDOC Exhibition.
