What commitment does the band/act have to make? 

The act will have to commit to the following: 

• To perform at one of the 2 heats (Friday June 2nd OR Friday June 9th) 

• To perform at the final (Friday June 23rd) 

• If the act won, to perform at Buskers by the Creek in October and at Bluesfest 

Busking Competition in April 2018 

• To perform at Cudgen Surf Lifesaving Club for $400 in August 2017
